Unidentified miscreants have sprayed acid on faces of three schoolgirls in western Herat

province.
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General Abdul Majid Rozi the police commander of Herat province said that the incident
took place near a high school in Herat city this morning.

He said that the attackers were riding on a motorcycle and escaped the scene after spraying
acid on the faces of these schoolgirls.

Rozi added that an investigation has been inetiated into the incident.

Aziz Rahman the acting director of the directorate of education in Herat province says that
the girls were heading towards their school when they came under the attack of unidentified
men.

The victims have been taken to Herat Regional Hospital for treatment.

Another Acid Attack, another Way to Stop Girls from Going to Schools

Two men on a motorbike threw acid in the face of three young school girls in the Herat
province this Saturday. The three girls were taken to the Noor Hospital in the Herat province,
officials confirmed. Two of these girls are in a bad condition after the attack. The head of
education in Herat confirmed this attack, confirming their conditions as well. The parliament
.also condemned this attack and asked for the local security personal to investigate this case
This is not the first time girls have been the targets of acid attacks and stopped from going to
schools. Under the Taliban, girls were forbidden from attending school. The Taliban is
against education and girls going to school threaten their ideological and political agenda.
.Acid attacks are happening more often in bigger cities such as Kabul, Herat, and Kandahar
However, Afghan girls are risking their lives going to school, in order to become more
educated and create a better future for Afghanistan. Some of these girls are the first
generation, within their families, to be educated. Afghanistan will not move forward if girls
are not allowed access to education. Even after attacks happen, girls get killed, and violence
against women increases: girls’ fight for education remains and is necessary to a better future

for everyone in Afghanistan

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Afghan girls suffer acid attack for going to school

(CNN) - Three girls in Afghanistan were viciously attacked with acid for getting an
education. The teenagers were on their way to school in Herat Province when two men on a
motorbike threw acid in their faces.

One of the assailants reportedly said "this is the punishment for going to school." Two of the
girls are in critical condition. Police are still trying to find their attackers.

It should have been an ordinary Saturday morning. But for a young Afghan girl, her sister,
and a friend it was anything but.

The three girls, whose names are being withheld for their safety, were headed to school in
West Herat City, Afghanistan, on the same route they've taken for years when men on a
motorbike attacked them with acid.

“When the men threw the acid on us, I thought it was water, but seconds later my eyes started
burning and my younger sister who was a couple of meters far from me had got acid on her
hands and legs,” a victim said. “She started screaming first. For a moment I thought that I
was seeing a nightmare and I was thinking that why nobody is shaking me to wake up, but
when people started running towards us and tried to wash our faces with water, [ understood
that it was real."

She said the attackers told them it was their punishment for going to school, and compared
the attack to the attack of Malala Yousefzai in 2012. “Malala Yousufzai was also a school
girl when she was attacked. I am also a school girl, I also want support. Now my future looks
blurry, I don't think I can continue my higher education. I was planning to take the university
entrance exam this year, but [ don't think I can do it now. I am really afraid,” a victim said.
Unfortunately, acid attacks on women are not uncommon in South Asia, Africa, and South
America. They rarely kill, but cause severe disfigurement and of course, psychological
trauma.

"I am totally shocked. Every day my parents take us to the hospital to change my eyes
bandages. I know I can't see anything at the moment, but as soon as I hear the sound of a

motorbike on the street, I start shivering, I grab my parents hands and I feel like somebody is
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pouring more acid on me. Mental impact of the incident has been more serious on me
compared to the physical one,” he victim said.

For one girl, even if her wounds heal the road to recovery is a long one.
