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Five civilians killed in Helmand blast

Five civilians were killed when their vehicle struck an improvised explosive device in Khashin 

district of Helmand province yesterday, an official said Sunday. 

 

The deceased included two minor girls, a woman, a man and driver of the vehicle, the Khanshin 

district governor Shah Muhammad told the Afghan Islamic Press (AIP). 

 

“The ill-fated people, possibly of a same family, were on their way towards Bagharabad area of 

Nawa district in a rented car,” the district governor said on behalf of the area people. 

“Their bodies are still lying in the area due to presence of more IEDs. We have urged the foreign 

forces to help retrieve the bodies,” he added.
