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Afghan Policeman Shoots, Kills Two NATO Soldiers

Two NATO soldiers were killed today in southern Helmand Province during a luncheon at an
Afghan police base. The two were killed when a policeman opened fire on them. The policeman
was wounded and is currently in the hospital.

The Taliban were quick to claim credit for the incident, insisting that the policeman was an
“undercover Taliban agent.” Their statement also claimed that the attack had really killed 13
people instead of two.

NATO’s statement insisted that the killings “do not reflect the overall actions of our Afghan
partners” and insisted that the war would continue. It is hardly the first time that such an incident
has happened, however.

Indeed several attacks against NATO troops have happened recently. In late April an Afghan
military pilot shot and killed nine Americans, including eight soldiers and a contractor, after a
dispute at the Kabul Airport.
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
